Part 6 - Anchors for multiple use in concrete for non-structural applications 

UK definition of multiple use.

At a meeting of the National Technical Committee – Anchors, held at the offices of the BBA on 7 August 2002 the following definition was adopted for the UK definition of “Multiple Use” for use within the context of ETAG 001 Part 6 “Anchors for multiple use in concrete for non-structural applications:


UK definition of multiple use:


Multiple anchor use may be ensured by requirements on the number n1 of fixing points to fasten the fixture and the number n2 of anchors per fixing point. Furthermore by limiting the action FSd on a fixing point to a value ( n3 (kN) the requirements on the strength and stiffness of the fixture are fulfilled and the load transfer in case of excessive slip or failure of one anchor need not be taken into account in the design of the fixture.

Examples:
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Typical examples include Pipework, ductwork and cable tray. 

It may be considered suitable for applications such as racking, handrails  and balustrades.

This definition also covers applications where the fixing points are arranged over an area such as suspended ceilings and light weight facades.

It is not intended to cover heavy cladding panels such as pre-cast or natural stone cladding.
